The Day of Prayer for Eastern Christians is an annual day of prayer which enables Eastern & Western 

Christians to come together in communion through prayer. The event unites the Roman Catholic 

Church in Europe with dioceses of the Eastern Catholic Churches in union with the Bishop of Rome.  

When is the Day of Prayer for Eastern Christians?  

The Day of Prayer for Eastern Christians will take place on the Sixth Sunday of Easter, 9th May 2021, 

with the participation of Christians from all over Europe, the Middle East, the Horn of Africa and India.
